All receipts and revenue not specifically appropriated, and all unexpended balances from 
preceding fiscal years not required for the purpose for which they were appropriated and levied 
shall constitute the corporate fund and shall be placed to the credit of such fund.
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SECTION 5: All ordinances or parts of ordinances conflicting with any of the

provisions of this Ordinance be and the same are hereby modified or repealed. If any item

or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid, such decision shall not affect the

validity of the remaining portion of such item or the remainder of this Ordinance.

SECTION 6: This Ordinance is not intended or required to be in support of or in

relation to any tax levy made by the Park District during the fiscal year beginning January 1,

2024 and ending December 31, 2024, or any other fiscal year.

SECTION 7: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately

upon its passage and approval according to law. A certified copy of the

Ordinance shall be filed with the County Clerk of Cook County, Illinois, together with the

certificate of the Chief Fiscal Officer of the Park District certifying revenues

by source anticipated to be received by the Park District, within thirty (30) days after its

passage and approval, as provided by law.
